Yorkshire light ale

Black Pig Mild (3.6%) by
Bazens. Bronze Award
for Mild at the Champion Beer of Britain
Awards 2003

Hewish IPA (3.6%) by RCH. A light hoppy bitter
with a subtle sweetness and fruitful taste.

SPA (3.7%) by Bath Ales. A
pale lager malt gives this a wonderful
golden hue. Dry without
harshness, crisp and full
flavoured.

Dorset Gold (3.7%) by Palmers. A truly
golden premium ale, refreshing and thirst-

quenching, full, fruity and
lightly hopped with Kent Goldings.

Rev. Awdry (3.8%) by Box
Steam Brewery (Wiltshire)

Golden Pippin (3.9 %) by Copper Dragon. A
light refreshing ale created with a new variety
of hop, creating a citrus fruit flavour

Strip and at it (4.0%) by Freeminer. A light
summer beer, very pale with a
surprising depth of flavour.

Wolvers Ale (4.1%) by Newmans Brewery. Malt
Flavours and robust traditional hops gives rich
aftertaste harking back to traditional English

bitters.

Mine Beer (4.2%) by Blindmans Brewery. A
full-bodied copper coloured rich blended
malt ale.

Codrington Codger (4.2%) by
Cotswold Spring. A dry, crisp, amber, perfectly
balanced beer with a mild hoppy finish.

Lady of the Lake (4.2%) by
Glastonbury Ales. A full-bodied, amber
best bitter.

No.7 (4.2%) by Bristol Beer Factory. Toffee
malt flavours balanced with a smooth hop
bitterness & aroma make a very
moorish pint.

Wheat Beer (4.2%) by Zerodegrees. Often pale,
traditionally cloudy, always refreshing and easy-

drinking..

Blonde (4.3%) by Butcombe Brewery. Light and
fruity with a medium bitter finish. Made with
Slovenian, Styrian and Czech Saaz hops.

Peat Porter (4.5%) by Moor
Brewery. A rich hoppy flavoursome
traditional style porter.

IPA (4.6%) by Zerodegrees
(Bristol). A copper coloured ale in the style of
US West Coast brewers that has won this
Festival's Champion Beer for the last few years.

Gold (4.7%) by Butcombe Brewery.
Rounded malt in the mouth with a fresh
vitality balanced by the full bittersweet finish
of English Fuggle hops.

Black Lager (4.8%) by Zerodegrees.
A deep, dark Czech style lager with chocolate
and coffee flavours

Hidden Pleasure (4.9%) by the
Hidden Brewery. Taste the

pleasures of the Empire with this IPA. Deep
gold in colour with strong dry big hoppy finish.

Summathat (5.0%) by Branscombe
Vale Brewery. Pale, summer ale with
a beautiful bitter taste. Deceptively
strong. The webmaster's favourite

recent discovery!

Passion Fruit (5.0%) by Coachouse
Brewery. Something out of the usual run of
things!

East Street Cream (5.0%) by RCH. A full
bodied beer with a malty hoppy fruit bitter
and a sweet taste. A complex and well-
crafted premium chestnut-coloured ale.

Wild Hare (5.0%) by Bath Ales. A great,
golden, organic ale with a fresh, citrus, hoppy
aroma and a dry and bitter finish to bring you
back to earth.

Gold (5.0%) by Bristol Beer Factory. Clean,
crisp and refreshing with a zesty, citrus hop
character. A classic single hopped beer for a
summer afternoon.

200 (5.0%) by Palmers. A complex
palate - finely balanced blend of malt, hops and
quenching citric fruitiness from the yeast.

Pale Rider (5.2%) by Kelham Island Brewery. A
former champion beer of Britain - a strong,
fruity full drinking pale ale.

Old Thumper (5.8%) by Ringwood.
Peppery, spicy aroma with a hint of

apples. A warm, rounded but surprisingly
delicate pale, strong (!) beer.

Norman's Conquest (7.0%) by Cottage
Brewery. A powerful barley wine, this was
Supreme Champion Beer of Britain in 1995. One
to try (by the half...)
